Paul Later, Affirms & Commends Many Times, Both John Mark & Silas (Silvanus),
To All The Churches & Believers In Jesus Christ Our Lord
Evidence — (John) Mark 60 - 61 A.D.
Paul To The Church In Colossae, “Tychicus, a Beloved Brother, Faithful Minister, and Fellow

Servant in the Lord, will tell you all the news about Me. | am sending him to you for this very
purpose, that he may know your circumstances and comfort your hearts, with Onesimus,
a Faithful and Beloved Brother, who is one of you. They will make known to you all things which
are happening here. Aristarchus My Fellow Prisoner greets you, with (John) Mark the Cousin
of Barnabas (about Whom you received instructions: if He comes to you, Welcome Him),
and Jesus Who is called Justus. These (Five Men) are My Only Fellow Workers for the Kingdom
of God Who are of the Circumcision (Jewish Converts To Christianity); They Have Proved to be
a Comfort to Me. Colossians 4:7-11

Evidence — (John) Mark 60 — 61 A.D.

Luke Continues, But at midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and the

prisoners were listening to them. Suddenly there was a great earthquake, so that the foundations
of the prison were shaken; and immediately all the doors were opened and everyone's chains
were loosed ...
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... And the Keeper of the Prison, awaking from sleep and seeing the prison doors open,
supposing the prisoners had fled, drew _his sword and was about to Kill himself. But Paul called
with a loud voice, saying, “Do yourself no harm, for we are all here!” Then He (Keeper of the
Prison) called for a light, ran in, and fell down trembling before Paul and Silas. And He brought
them out and said, “Sirs, what must | do to be saved?” So, They (Paul & Silas) said, “Believe on
the Lord Jesus Christ, and You will be saved, You and Your Household!” Then They (Paul
& Silas) Spoke (Rhema) the Word of the Lord to Him and to All Who were in His House. And He
(Keeper of the Prison) took Them the same hour of the night and washed Their stripes.
And immediately He and All His Family were baptized. Acts 16:25-33

Evidence — Silas (Silvanus) 51 A.D.
Luke Records, Now when They (Paul & Silas) had passed through Amphipolis and Apollonia,

They came to Thessalonica, where there was a Synagogue of the Jews. Then Paul, as his custom
was, went in to Them, and for Three Sabbaths reasoned with them from the Scriptures,
explaining and demonstrating that the Christ had to suffer and rise again from the dead,
and Saying (Rhema), “This Jesus Whom | Preach to You is the Christ!” And some of them were
persuaded; and a great multitude of the devout Greeks, and not a few of the leading women,
joined Paul and Silas. Acts 17:1-4

Evidence - Silas (Silvanus) 51 A.D.
Luke Concludes, Then the Brethren (Church) immediately Sent Paul and Silas away by night

to Berea. When They arrived, They went into the Synagogue of the Jews. These (Bereans) were
more fair-minded than those in Thessalonica, in that They received the Word with all readiness,
and searched the Scriptures daily to find out whether these things were so. Therefore, many
of them believed, and also not a few of the Greeks, prominent women as well as men.
