The following day We arrived at 

Samos and stayed at Tropylium. The next day We came to Miletus . For Paul had decided to sail 

past Ephesus, so that He would not have to spend time in Asia (Minor); for He was hurrying                         

to be at Jerusalem, if possible, on the Day of Pentecost.
