“The Apostles, Elders, and the Brethren, To the Brethren Who are of the Gentiles in Antioch,
Syria, and Cilicia: Greetings: Since We (Whole Church Council) have heard that Some Who Went
Out from Us (‘Judiazers’) have troubled You (Gentile Converts To Christianity) with words,
unsettling Your Souls, saying, ‘You must be circumcised and keep the law’; to Whom
We gave no such commandment. It seemed good to Us (Whole Church Council), being
Assembled with One Accord, to Send Chosen Men to You (The Gentile Church of Antioch
On The Orontes) with our beloved Barnabas and Paul, Men Who have risked their lives for the
Name of Our Lord Jesus Christ. We (Whole Church Council) have therefore also Sent Judas
and Silas, Who will also Report the Same Things by Word of Mouth. For it seemed Good to the
Holy Spirit, and to Us, to_lay upon you no greater burden than these necessary things: @
That You (Our_Fellow Brothers In Christ) abstain from things_offered to idols,* from blood, 2
from things strangled, ® and from sexual immorality. * If You keep yourselves from these,
You will do well.
