3) Archimedes, in His “Measurement of a Circle”, referred to this ratio (153 / 265), as constituting
the “Measure of the Fish”, this ratio being an imperfect representation of:

1) 153 as a Triangular Number, is the sum of the first 17 integers, and is also the sum of the first
five positive factorials: 1! + 2! + 3! + 41 +5! = 153.

2) 153 is also a Hexagonal Number, and a truncated triangle number, meaning that 1, 15,
and 153 are all triangle numbers.
