John came baptizing in the wilderness and preaching a baptism of repentance for the remission

of sins ... From that time, Jesus began to Preach and to Say (Proclaim), “Repent, for the Kingdom
of Heaven is at hand!”

Imparting: “To educate in a didactic manner for the purpose of learning & not for entertainment!”
