Therefore, 

be wise as serpents and harmless as doves.  But beware of men, for they will deliver you up                

to councils and scourge you in their synagogues. You will be brought before governors                        

and kings for My Sake, as a Testimony to them and to the Gentiles. But when they deliver you 

up, do not worry about how or what you should speak. For it will be given to you in that hour 

what you should speak; for it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of Your Father Who speaks                  

in you.

But the manifestation of the Spirit 

is given to each one for the profit of all: for to one is given the word of wisdom through the Spirit,               

to another the word of knowledge through the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit,                         

to another gifts of healings by the same Spirit, to another the working of miracles, to another 

prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to another different kinds of tongues, to another the 

interpretation of tongues. But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each 

one individually as He wills. For as the body is one and has many members, but all the members                 

of that one body, being many, are one body, so also is Christ. But now God has set the members, 

each one of them, in the body just as He pleased. And if they were all one member, where would the 

body be? But now indeed there are many members, yet one body.  But God composed the body, 

having given greater honor to that part which lacks it, that there should be no schism in the body, 

but that the members should have the same care for one another. And if one member suffers, all the 

members suffer with it; or if one member is honored, all the members rejoice with it. Now you are the 

body of Christ, and members individually. And God has appointed these in the church: first apostles, 

second prophets, third teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, administrations, 

varieties of tongues. Are all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Are all workers                                

of miracles? Do all have gifts  of healings? Do all speak with tongues? Do all interpret? But earnestly 

desire the best gifts.”                       1st Corinthians 12:1-31

Then they also will 

answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did we see You hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick                   

or in prison, and did not minister to You?’ Then He will answer them, saying, ‘Assuredly, I say to you, 

inasmuch as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.’ And these will go 

away into everlasting punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.”                       Matthew 25:31-46
