And all the widows stood by him weeping, 

showing the tunics and garments which Dorcas had made while she was with them. But Peter put 

them all out, and knelt down and prayed. And turning to the body He (Peter) said, “Tabitha, Arise!” 

(“Tabitha Cumi!”), which is translated, (“Woman of Grace, arise!”) And she opened her eyes,                  

and when she saw Peter, she sat up. Then he gave her his hand and lifted her up; and when                         

He (Peter) had called the saints and widows, he presented her alive. And It (Miracle of Resurrection) 

became known throughout all Joppa, and many believed on the Lord. So it was that                                          

He (Simon Peter) stayed many days in Joppa with Simon, a tanner.                        Acts 9:36-43 (NKJV)

“Grace Filled / Like A Graceful Gazelle She Moves”  

Grace Filled People Serve Others With Good Works & Love In Jesus’ Name!  

Notice Once Again, Just Like at Lydda,  

Peter Is Actively Searching For Believers & Unbelievers Alike On His Journey. 

He Is Searching For A Way To Encourage The Believers 

& For A Means Of Causing Faith To Arise In The Unbelievers As Well!

Acts 9:37 & 39b  

Peter Now Invokes The Name Above All Names In Solitude & In Prayer  

To Discern The Holy Spirit’s Will &To Gain Permission & Power In Jesus’ Name!

A3 – Main Truth

Notice Similarity To Jesus Miracle Raising The Little Girl Back To Life 

& Recall He Kicked Out Everyone, Except John, James, & Peter! 

And behold, one of the rulers of the synagogue came, Jairus by name. And when he saw Him 

(Jesus), he (Jairus) fell at Jesus’ Feet and begged Him earnestly, saying, “My little daughter lies 

at the point of death. Come and lay Your Hands on her, that she may be healed, and she will 

live.” So, Jesus went with him, and a great multitude followed Him and thronged around Him. 

While He (Jesus) was still speaking, some came from the ruler of the synagogue's house who 

said, “Your daughter is dead. Why trouble the Teacher any further?” As soon as Jesus heard 

the word that was spoken, He said to the ruler of the synagogue (Jairus), “Do not be afraid;              

only believe!” And He (Jesus) permitted no one to follow Him except Peter, James, and John 

(the brother of James). Then He (Jesus) came to the house of the ruler of the synagogue (Jairus), 

and saw a tumult and those who wept and wailed loudly. When He (Jesus) came in, He said                  

to them, “Why make this commotion and weep? The child is not dead, but sleeping.” And they 

ridiculed Him. But when He (Jesus) had put them all outside, He took the father (Jairus) and the 

mother of the child, and Those (Peter, James, & John) who were with Him and entered where 

the child was lying. Then He took the child by the hand, and said to her, “Talitha, Cumi!”,                                             

which is translated, “Little girl, I say to you, arise!” Immediately the girl arose and walked,                      

for she was twelve years of age. And they were overcome with great amazement. But He 

commanded them strictly that no one should know it, and said that something should be given 

her to eat.
