“Now concerning Spiritual Gifts, brethren, I do not want you to be ignorant: There Are Diversities               

Of Gifts, But The Same Spirit. There Are Differences Of Ministries, But The Same Lord. And There 

Are Diversities Of Activities, But It Is The Same God Who Works All In All. But The Manifestation                

Of The Spirit Is Given To Each One For The Profit Of All. For to one is given the word of wisdom 

through the Spirit, to another the word of knowledge through the same Spirit, to another faith by the 

same Spirit, to another gifts of healings by the same Spirit, to another the working of miracles,                       

to another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to another different kinds of tongues,                              

to another the interpretation of tongues. But One And The Same Spirit Works All These Things, 

Distributing To Each One Individually As He Wills. For As The Body Is One And Has Many Members, 

But All The Members Of That One Body, Being Many, Are One Body, So Also Is Christ. But Now God 

Has Set The Members, Each One Of Them, In The Body Just As He Pleased. And if they were all one 

member, where would the body be? But Now Indeed There Are Many Members, Yet One Body.                   

But God composed the body, having given greater honor to that part which lacks it, that there should 

be no schism in the body, But That The Members Should Have The Same Care For One Another.                    

And If One Member Suffers, All The Members Suffer With It; Or If One Member Is Honored, All The 

Members Rejoice With It. Now You Are The Body Of Christ, And Members Individually. And God has 

appointed these in the church: first apostles, second prophets, third teachers, after that miracles, 

then gifts of healings, helps, administrations, varieties of tongues. Are all apostles? Are all 

prophets? Are all teachers? Are all workers of miracles? Do all have gifts  of healings? Do all speak 

with tongues? Do all interpret? But Earnestly Desire The Best Gifts.”               1st Corinthians 12:1-31 

       Jesus taught this parable, “Watch therefore, for you know neither the day nor the hour in which 

the Son of Man is coming. For the kingdom of heaven is like a man traveling to a far country, who 

called his own servants and delivered his goods to them. And to one he gave five talents, to another 

two, and to another one, to each according to his own ability; and immediately he went on a journey.       

Then he who had received the five talents went and traded with them, and made another five talents.  

And likewise, he who had received two gained two more also. But he who had received one went                

& dug in the ground, & hid his lord's money. After a long time, the lord of those servants came                         

& settled accounts with them. So, he who had received five talents came & brought five other talents, 

saying, ‘Lord, you delivered to me five talents; look, I have gained five more talents besides them.’  

His Lord said to him, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant; you were faithful over a few things, I will 

make you ruler over many things.

But His Lord answered and said to him, ‘You wicked and lazy servant, you knew that I reap where                 

I have not sown, and gather where I have not scattered seed. So, you ought to have deposited my 

money with the bankers, and at my coming I would have received back my own with interest.
