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The Word Used For ‘Dominion’ or ‘Power’ 1c2 in Greek is ‘Kratos’ (Power as Might & Strength)  

It Is Uniquely Used (x2) in Revelation 1:6 & 5:13 

Elsewhere The Word For ‘Power’ 1c1 in Greek is ‘Dunamis’ (Power as Ability & Willingness)
