Living Creatures, and the (Twenty-Four) Elders; and the Number of Them (Angels) was
Ten Thousand Times Ten Thousand, and Thousands of Thousands, Saying with a Loud Voice:

Scriptures Concerning Thanksgiving as Gratitude
Paul Writes, “Therefore, He Says: ‘Awake, you who sleep, Arise from the dead, and Christ will give

you Light.” See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools but as wise, redeeming the time,
because the days are evil. Therefore, do not be unwise, but understand what the Will of the Lord
is. And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit, speaking
to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart
to the Lord, Giving Thanks (Gratitude) Always for All Things to God the Father in the Name
of Our Lord Jesus Christ, submitting to one another in the fear of God.” Ephesians 5:14-21

Paul Reminds Us, “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. Do not be carried

about with various and strange doctrines. For it is good that the heart be established by grace,
not with foods which have not profited those who have been occupied with them. We have an Altar
from which those who serve the tabernacle have no right to eat. For the bodies of those animals,
whose blood is brought into the sanctuary by the high priest for sin, are burned outside the camp.
Therefore, Jesus also, that He Might Sanctify the People with His Own Blood, suffered outside the
gate. Therefore, let us go forth to Him, outside the camp, bearing His Reproach. For here we have
no continuing city, but we seek the one to come. Therefore, by Him Let Us Continually Offer the
Sacrifice of Praise to God, that is, the fruit of our lips, Giving Thanks to His Name. But do not forget
to do good and to share, for with Such Sacrifices God Is Well Pleased.” Hebrews 13:8-16
